This crash had a
negative effect on the IPO market. To ensure efficiency s well as to boost the confidence of investors in
1POs, SEBI introduced the concept of Anchor investor in 2009, This measure was introduced o bring
price stability to the issue and expected to improve price discovery during IPOs, as there is a lock-in
period of 30 days during which the Anchor investors cannot sell off their allotted shares. This study,
therefore, using the data for 207 IPOs, issued between July28, 2009 and December 31, 2017, listed in
NSE, attempis 1o find the effect of anchor investors on IPOs rewrns. Study found that presence of
Anchor investors has no influence on the price of share on listing date, however afier one year from
listing there was significant influencing on price performance of IPO.
